Level 3 candidates have 2 Higher National units i.e.

Candidates must write 2 essays of 700 – 800 words for each outcome or one essay of 1500 words covering both outcomes.

Outcome one

1. The definition of autism including various theories.

2. Describe the autistic spectrum.

3. Describe the triad and its implications.

4. Describe the history and current thinking about autism.

Outcome two

1. Describe the effects of an impairment of communication and the way that this could be addressed through a plan of care.

2. Describe the effects of an impairment of socialisation and the way that this could be addressed through a plan of care.

3. Describe the effects of an impairment of imagination and the way that this could be addressed through a plan of care.

Candidates should include the relevant legislation, care standards, codes of practice, charters and organisational policies.

Outcome 3 - + - DM6D – 34

Candidates should provide a case study (approx. 1500 words) of a client with whom they have been working describing the following

1. What was the intervention and the reasoning behind it?

2. How and why they ensured consistency of approach?

3. Candidates should look at the environment how did they ensure that it was safe and consistent?

4. How did they introduce changes minimising disruption and anxiety, preparing the client for these?

5. How did they assess the risks inherent in the activity undertaken?

6. How did they ensure equality, diversity, rights and choice?

7. How did they evaluate the effectiveness of the intervention?

Candidates should include the relevant legislation, care standards, codes of practice, charters and organisational policies.
