Level 4 candidates have 2 Higher National units i.e.

Candidates must write 2 essays of 1000 – 1250 words for each outcome or one essay of 2500 words covering both outcomes.

Outcome one

1. Describe the research into ASD difficulties and the different kinds of intervention, which may be appropriate.

2. Describe the stages and tools of assessment, which may be used to reach a diagnosis.

3. Describe how you would write a report and the difference between fact and opinion.

4. Where would you find information and help to support your own and the practice of the staff team?

Outcome two, three + DP2T - 35

1. Describe your role in the assessment of the needs of the Client

2. Describe how you plan and manage your service and the staff group to support and meet the needs of the Client with Autism.

3. Look at the environment and any changes which may be required, how would you organise these changes?

4. Describe how you manage any risks associated with changes and how you refer the Client to others and the range of services, which are available.

5. Describe how you work with different disciplines to support the Client.

6. How do you ensure that there is an adequate number of staff on duty, they are suitably knowledgeable and they are trained to deal with any kind of behaviour, which can occur?

7. Describe how you would ensure an empowering culture within the staff group and that they adhere to policies for health and safety, risk assessment and protocols.

8. Describe your reporting and recording systems.

Candidates should include the relevant legislation; care standards, codes of practice, charters and organisational policies.
