   Plagiarism

Presenting others work as your own, whether it is from a colleague, a text book or any other source is a breach of SVQ rules and may result in you being withdrawn from the award unless:

· You quote only a few lines at a time and enclose the text in quotation marks

· Follow the quote with the name of the author and perhaps the source publication.  

You may present and refer to larger works, for example documents printed from the internet or pages copied from text books, providing:

· You are not breaching copyright

· There is no ambiguity about the source of the work 
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“With proper attribution, to quote another’s thoughts and words is appropriate; plagiarism, however, is cheating, and it may break copyright law as well.”
